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Graduation Requirements 

Except as noted, to be eligible for graduation, students must successfully complete a total 
of 24.0 units of credit from courses as described in the annual Program of Studies for 
grades 9 through 12 as set forth in the accompanying Regulation.   

In addition, Conestoga High School students satisfy all Pennsylvania State graduation 
requirements. For students who have taken courses in other educational settings, the 
Principal or designee shall determine how transferred credits shall apply to transcripts 
and meets graduation requirements. Grades earned in other settings shall not be 
incorporated into the student’s final Conestoga High School grade point average.
