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Awarding of Diplomas to Eligible Veterans 
 
  

In accordance with state law, Tredyffrin/Easttown School District will allow 
eligible World War II and Korean War veterans to obtain a Conestoga High School 
diploma when the individual meets all of the following criteria: 
 

a. Served in the United States Military in World War II between September 
16, 1940 and December 31, 1946; or in the Korean War between June 27, 
1950 and January 31, 1955; 

b. Received an honorable discharge; 
c. Attended high school between 1937 and 1946, or between 1947 and 1955; 

and 
d. Was scheduled to graduate from high school between 1941 and 1950, or 

between 1951 and 1957, but did not graduate from high school due to entry 
into military service.  

 
Eligible veterans who would like to apply for a diploma or family members who 
would like to apply for a posthumous diploma for an eligible veteran, may contact 
the Director of Curriculum for an application. 
 
Upon receipt of the completed application form, the Director of Curriculum will 
verify the information provided and recommend the veteran’s name to the Board of 
School Directors for awarding of a Conestoga Veterans Diploma. 
 
The diploma may be approved by the Board of School Directors at a regular 
meeting.
