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Introductory Notes 

 

NOTES REGARDING THIS OCTOBER 2020 UPDATE STUDY 
 
The projection uses the Standard methodology for Cohort Survival  as 
described in previous studies for the Tredyffrin-Easttown School District 
 
Adjustments are made for several recent trends.    
 
1. Adjustments are made for New Housing in accordance with permit-
ting and occupancy schedules determined in consultation with the Devel
- opers, Between 70 and 85 students are added to the projection(s) over 
the 5-year projection period. 
 
However, it is worth noting that the Average Annual Residential Sales of 
existing housing, at a level of 600,has a  much greater impact on enroll-
ment than does New Housing alone. 
 
2. Adjustments continue to be made in the Beaumont, Devon and 
Hillside Elementary School projects in recognition of attendance area 
boundary changes made for school year 2018-19.  
 
Enrollments as of October 1, 2020 are 247 students less than last year’s 
enrollment and 375 students less than the projection. Reasons for this 
decrease, including the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic, are analyzed 
on pages 10 to 13. 
 
The impact of the pandemic is particularly noted as the primary driver of  
 
a) significantly reduced enrollments in the October 1 Kindergarten and 
1st Grade, and  
 
b) significant and/or continued decreases in the Grade Level Survival 
Ratios for 10 0f 12 Ratios.

About 27 units per year is the 
Ηbuilt-into the ^urvival ZatesΗ portion of previous new housing.

The Zutgers analysis projects between 105 to 135 students (approved to approved plus planned over 5 years) from 
new housing of which only 70 to 85 per year are above the average and added to the standard projection. 

That is 14-17 students per year above the average about 1 to 1.5 students per grade added per year from Eew

The level of sales of eǆisting housing, at 600 units per year in year 2017, has a stronger impact on enrollments 
than does permitting for new housing, which for the 10-year period preceeding 2018 averaged just 27 units 
per year.

The source of the Zesidential Wermitting data changed in 2018 from D>^�dƌĞŶĚ�to �ƌŝŐŚƚ�D>^ such that the 
comparative post-2017 analysis may not be consistent due to methodology changes.

Enrollments (red line is enrollments divided by 10) show no strong correlation with permitting or sales, eǆcpt 
for the possibility that sales above 500 to 600 units per year generates growth. /t is possible that decreases in 
enrollment will occurr as annual sales move below 600 units.
