How to Remove a Tick
1. Grasp tick close to the skin with tweezers.
2. Pull the tick straight up.

3. Contain tick by placing it
in a plastic bag or tape.

4. Wash bite area well with soap and water.

Do X Cover the tick with petroleum jelly
NOT! x Use a match or fire to remove FOLLOW LABEL
" x Wait for the tick to fall off -

Treat shoes, gear,
and clothing with
0.5% permethrin.
