Curriculum
Students must earn 24 credits to meet graduation requirements.  An 
individual program is developed for each student, and courses are offered at 
varying levels of difficulty.  In the 2022 - 2023 school year, 88% of Conestoga 
students enrolled in at least one Honors level course, and 59% of Conestoga 
students enrolled in at least one Advanced Placement (AP) course.

Independent study, self-directed learning, dual enrollment and other 
enrichment opportunities are available to all students. Qualifying seniors 
(97.5%) participate in a four-week career internship program in May and June.
