Changes to the 2017-2018 FAFSA

New this fall:
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o Students will be able to file for aid beginning October 1 (a full
three months earlier than previously allowed).

e For the first time, applicants will use prior-prior year (PPY) tax
information when reporting personal and family income.

Previously, the FAFSA used the previous year's tax data. Beginning
in October 2016 (for aid applications for the 2017-18 award year),
the White House will allow students to file the Free Application for
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) using prior-prior year (PPY) tax data.

*Prior-Prior Year (PPY) refers to a policy enabling students and
families to file for the Free Application for Federal Student Aid
(FAFSA) using tax information from two years ago. For example, a
high school senior planning to enroll in college in Fall 2017 will file
FAFSA using taxes from 2015. PPY debuts in October 2016 for aid
application for the 2017-18 award year. This means that the high
school class of 2017 will be the first high school cohort to use the
PPY FAFSA, and all returning college students in that same year will
also use it. *
